GENERAL INFORMATION & PROCEDURES

OIDE DAMHSA

(a) Teachers' Examination Part 1 & Part 2 plus any Repeats (Part 1 & Part 2) will be held in January and June of each year.
(b) Teachers' Examination Part 1 is open to candidates 18 years and over in the year of the examination. Teachers’ Examination Part 2 is open to candidates 21 and over in the year of the exam.
(c) Application is to be made in writing to the Secretary of the C.R.N. Examination Panel @ panelsecretary@crn.ie  and to be received not later than 2 months before the examination.

(d) All candidates must attend a recognised teacher training course. Course duration 60 hours minimum for each part = 120 hours in total.   
(e) All candidates must also complete a minimum of 20 hours teaching practice for each part = 40 hours in total.

(f) All applications must include a reference from a Trainer, birth certificate plus the relevant  fee as outlined below for the examination. If the applicant is a Mature Student the Trainer must notify the panel in advance giving full dance and teaching history to date ( This is required for record purposes). NB Mature Students do not have to supply a birth certificate. 

(g) The signed copies of the candidate’s Attendance and Teaching Practice Records plus his/her Solo Check Listings must be handed in on the Friday night of the exam proper.
(h) A portfolio of steps for Part 2 ODCRN must be submitted to the panel one month before exam date for inspection.  This portfolio will be returned to the candidate.
(i) The Teachers examination consists of two (2) Parts, which can be taken separately and must be completed and passed in full in order to become a fully qualified teacher. There are options to split each part and these can be outlined by your trainer.
(j) The ODCRN Exam Part 1 & Part 2 is set into 3 Modules. Each Module consisting of 2 Sections. They are: Module 1: (Section 1- Irish, Section 2-Music), Module 2: (Section 1- Céilí Paper, Section 2 -Solo Dancing) Module 3: (Practical Section 1 - Céilí Teaching, Section 2- Solo Teaching).   
(k) To Pass the ODCRN Exam Part 1 and Part 2 the Candidate must attain 70% minimum in each section in both Module 1 & 2 and 75% minimum in each section in Module 3 from January 2012 onwards. 

(l) Candidates must pass all 3 Modules in Part 1 and all 3 Modules in Part 2 to achieve an ODCRN.
(m) Candidates who pass all 3 Modules in Part 1 will achieve a Certificate of Teaching, TMCRN.

(n) Failure of a Module will result in the Candidate having to repeat the Section or Sections failed.
(o) Repeat of Module 1: Section 1 & 2 will take place 6 Months after the exam.                                                                                                           

Repeat of Module 2: Section 1 will take place 6 Months after exam. 
Repeat of Module 2: Section 2 will take place 6 months after the exam.              

Repeat of Module 3 Section 1 & 2 will take place 6 months after exam.

A candidate is allowed 2 Repeats only on the failure of any Module. If unsuccessful, all 3        Modules of that Part must be repeated. 
(q)
Any candidate wishing to do Part 1 & Part 2 together must achieve a full pass in Part 1 of the exam before Part 2 is marked. 

(r)
Candidates planning to sit their adjudicator’s exam must achieve a 75% pass in both Sections of Module 3 of Part 2 of their ODCRN Exam. If a candidate wishes to sit their ADCRN exam but has been unsuccessful in achieving a 75% pass in both Sections of Module 3 Part 2 - he/she must apply to resit that Section or Sections in order to achieve a 75% pass mark. (This will apply to candidates who sit their ODCRN exams from 2011 onwards)   

(s)  
ADCRN applicants who are mature students (who have not been actively competing and/or teaching throughout their lives) must have an additional 5 years teaching experience.

(t) 
Any ADCRN applicant who has failed Module 3 of Part 2 O.D.C.R.N. Examination (or its equivalent): will be required to have an additional 5 years teaching experience.

GENERAL INFORMATION & PROCEDURES

ARD DIPLOMA

(a)
Adjudicators' Examination will be held in October each year.

(b)
Adjudicators’ Examination is open to candidates 30 years and over in the calendar year of the examination. (Jan. – Dec.)  All applicants must apply to the panel of examiners for permission to start training to be an adjudicator when they fulfil the criteria listed below. All applicants are subject to approval by the panel in advance of training.
(c)
Having completed adjudicator training, application is to be made in writing to the Secretary of C.R.N. examination Panel @ panelsecretary@crn.ie  and to be received no later than 3 months before the examination together with a copy of their ODCRN results or its equivalent.
(d) All applicants must include a reference from a Trainer together with Birth certificate, a copy of their Attendance Record plus the fee of €400.00 for the examination.




(e) All applicants must hold a full ODCRN qualification or its Equivalent plus 5 years teaching experience from the date they qualified. 
(f) All Applicants must have achieved a 75% pass mark on both Sections of Module 3 (Part 2) in their ODCRN exam. (This applies to candidates who sat their ODCRN exam prior to  2011) 

(g) All applicants must attend and complete a 2 Year Theory & Practical training course with a recognised ADCRN trainer. 
(h) All Applicants must judge a minimum of 4 CRN class competitions as part of their training over the period of 2 years. This is to be organised by the applicant. Confirmation of this is to be given by the teacher concerned to the applicant for their trainer.  
(i) All applicants must name 5 dancers  they started and have since won their way through to Ard Grad (this must be done through the normal Feiseanna/Feile excluding the Regional and Irish Open Awards) whilst in their school of dancing

(j) All applicants must have 5 years experience of teaching Ardgrád dancers dancing in 3 adjudicator championships. 

(k) All Applicants must be 5 years retired from competitive dancing before commencing adjudicator training.

(l) Attendance at Ceili Dance teacher training courses (Part 1 & Part 2) is mandatory for all applicants during their adjudicator training.
(m) All applicants must have a CV of teaching experience, this is to be attached to their application to train as an adjudicator

ADCRN applicants who are mature students (who have not been actively competing and/or teaching throughout their lives) must have an additional 5 years teaching experience.
(n) Any applicant who failed the O.D.C.R.N. Examination (or its equivalent): -

· Failure of Module 3 Part 2   =   an additional 5 years Teaching experience required.
(ii)

(o) The adjudication examination consists of One Part with 4 Sections (3 Theory + 1 Practical).
(p) To PASS the Adjudicators examination candidates must attain at least a 75% Pass in each Section.
(q) Any candidate who fails a Theory Section must repeat that Section within 3 Months.

Any candidate who fails the Practical can only repeat it the following year.

(e) List 15 Set Dances:
Any candidate applying for A.D.C.R.N. who did not supply a list of 15 Set dances for their ODCRN must supply the original 12 set dance listing Plus 3 additional set dances. They will be asked to dance one of the 3 new set dances supplied. (This only applies to candidates who did not supply 15 set dances at the time of their ODCRN).  
(f) Special Study – Written Thesis:

An in-depth study is required on one of the following – (A minimum of 5,000 words)

· Irish Dance Costume

· Traditional Set Dances

· Irish Dancing in Education

· Original Figure Dance – Composition (Video plus Written)

· A stage Production in Irish Dance (Video plus Written)

· The Dance Master

· An in-depth Appreciation of Grading within our dance

· The Preservation of our Culture and Tradition within the dance

· Study of Céilí –   Are we maintaining our Tradition or are we producing a Showpiece?

· Music Appreciation - (In relation to Time Signatures, Rhythms, Tempos etc.)

· Music Interpretation – (Video plus Written) –How the dance evolves and its relation to the music.

· A Study of Irish Dance Injuries.
